Lyle first reminded us of the four cuts
he uses: push, pull, shear scrape, and
scrape. The first two rely on bevel
support, and the second two use only
the sharp edgef the gouge.

Lyle always starts his turnings
between center, and mounts the work
piece for both best anticipated grain
exposure, and balance. Balance is
important, as an off balance piece has
requires a slower speed on the lathe,
and that

makes getting good chisel work much
harder. With a higher speed, the
gouge tends to bounce much less,
giving a smoother and more
comfortable cutting experience.

Always stand out of line with work
piece when you starputhe lathe. |If

the piece comes off, it will land on
something other than your face or
chest. Of course, the idea is to have it
mounted solidly, but things happen,
so why ask for bruises or worse.
